	Teacher Steps
	Script

	Tell the children what they will be learning.
	“Today we will be learning about weather.”

	Model the skill.
	“I am going to read a book about weather.”  Teacher reads a book which contains weather vocabulary and concepts and has good illustrations. Some possibilities include:

· On the Same Day in March: A Tour of the World's Weather by Marilyn Singer and Frane Lessac

· Maisy's Wonderful Weather Book by Lucy Cousins

· What's the Weather Today? by Allan Fowler

· What Will the Weather Be? by Lynda Dewitt and Carolyn Croll

	Model and leave a portion for the children to fill in key words.
	“We just read about the weather.  I wonder what the weather is like today.  Today the weather is _______ because the season is _______.  Now it is your turn to tell us what the weather is like today.”  The teacher gives the children a chance to tell the group what the weather is like today as well as picking the picture that corresponds to the season.

	Takes on a lesser roll leaving larger portions for the child.
	The teacher continues to allow students to explain what the weather is like today and pick the picture that corresponds to the season today.

	Teacher/children take turns- teacher is providing structure-scaffolding.
	For the child who is having trouble with the concept, the teacher says, “Today it is _____.” (The teacher waits, and then points to the pictures prompting the child to point or verbalize what the weather is like today.  If the child still has trouble the teacher can decrease the amount of pictures that are in front of the child down to two pictures.  If the child points to the correct picture without verbalizing his or her response, the teacher can say what the child is pointing to then prompt the child to say what the teacher said.  For example, “You are right it is sunny today.  The season is summer. Your turn to say it is sunny today because it is summer.”)

	Children do it on their own-teacher provides support.
	The children continue to take turns pointing to the pictures and verbalizing what the weather is like today and the season.  The teacher continues to monitor.

	Children are observed using the skill independently.
	The teacher continues to observe the children’s responses.  
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
